Over 220 students took time to go to the library at the beginning of this week to
visit "HeartSpace" and the 14 'reflection stations' set up there. 

There was a range of activities for the students to engage with, all designed to
help them to slow down and take time to reflect on their lives and values. 

The overwhelming response from the students was that being in HeartSpace was
a thoughtful, calming - if sometimes emotional - time. One student said 'please
can we have something like this up all the time?'

A member of staff who brought two classes along to the space said "I found the
experience extremely moving. It was incredible to see students opening up about
things and pausing to reflect. Reading some of the comments they had written
on the various activities was really powerful, and just listening into little snippets of
conversation that the facilitators were having with the students was so inspiring. It
just felt like such a rare opportunity for them to chill out and connect with
themselves, something I think lots of students found quite hard to do."

Thanks to the members of local churches who came in to support Verity the
school chaplain and the sixth formers who'd been working on HeartSpace for
their Elective over the last couple of terms.
